          ARE YOUR SINS UNDER THE BLOOD?  
As I was praying for a topic to write on today, the Spirit of God moved on me to help those who may be seeking the Lord to find salvation. Most of the things that I write are to the ones who are already Christians. I would like to show the new Christian how to grow stronger in the Lord and help those who do not know how to become a Christian.
First I would like to pose a question, what is the first step to becoming a Christian? The answer is simple, when you realize the need for salvation. If any man’s work abides which he has built there upon, he shall receive a reward. If any man’s work shall be burned he shall suffer loss, but he himself shall be saved; yet so as by fire.
I said that our goal should be to obtain a crown of life also. Revelation 2:10, Fear none of those things which thou shall suffer; Behold the devil shall cast some of you into prison, that you may be tried; and you shall have tribulation ten days; be thou faithful unto death, and I will give you a crown of life.
My friend, Jesus is coming very soon. Do not allow Satan to discourage you, he is as a roaring lion, going about seeking those whom he may devour, but you have the power and authority to overcome and receive your crown of life.
